With our love
and our prayers, we are here to support and as they now in
joy give themselves to each other.

O God, we gather to celebrate your gift of love and its presence among
us. We rejoice that two people have chosen to commit themselves to
a life of loving faithfulness to one another. We praise you for the ways
you have touched our lives with a variety of loving relationships. We
give thanks that we have experienced your love through the life-giving
love of Jesus Christ and through the care and affection of other people.

We also, confess to you that we have failed at times to be loving, that
we often have taken for granted other people in our lives. We have
stretched and strained the fabric that you have woven together that
unites us with others.

May our
celebration of love and commitment give to us a new joy and hope in
our relationships.
